· The online application form of NSIT M.Tech 2017 is now available till May 15, 2017. 

· M.Tech aspirants are required to fill the online application form of NSIT M. Tech 2017 by mentioning all the requisite information, which includes personal details, educational qualification and contact details.

· Candidates must upload the scanned documents, which includes their photograph, signature and thumb impression. The photograph should be more than 4 KB and less than 100 KB and it should be in jpg/jpeg format only.

· The thumb impression and signature should be greater than 1KB and less than 30KB and it should be in jpg/jpeg format only

· Once the candidates have filled the form, they will have to pay the application fees online either by using the debit card, credit card or through internet banking.

· Once the candidates have submitted the application form, they will have to generate a password as per the specifications mentioned in the brochure

· Candidates are required to print the NSIT M. Tech 2017 Application Form after submitting it as they would be requiring it at the time of counselling.

Candidates will be selected in the M.Tech programme on the basis of the GATE score.

Those candidates who have completed their bachelor of engineering (B.E.) or bachelor of technology (B.Tech) or equivalent degree course as on the date of online registration, they will have an edge over others.
