Course Description and Objectives

The revolution in Communication is taking huge strides and as citizens of a technological capital like Bengaluru and a fast growing economy like India, we cannot overlook its impact. The digital age has made communication easier and quicker and in the process we have lost some of the ancient practices. The second semester syllabus deals with the evolution and growth of Communication in India which has been intellectually stimulated, highly educative and enlightening. Communication has always been a tradition in India and Module I looks at communication as an Indian tradition where the unique oral and folk traditions of India find a mention.

Module II looks at ancient, medieval and modern forms of communication by tracing it from a historical perspective. The evolution of Print journalism and its impact on nationalism are also covered here. Module III includes two stories which highlight the process of communication between two people. In R.K Narayan’s story the people in conversation do not know each other’s language, whereas in the story of Ruskin Bond the people involved in conversation do not see each other as they are blind. They give a different perspective of communication. Module-IV would cover any documentary film or adapted versions of a popular text to look at the impact of visual medium. This module can also take the form of persuasive lectures, advertisements or speeches to show the shift from cave painting to visual as well as audio-visual marvels.
