The Festival concludes with the presentation of the Betty Roemmelmeyer Children’s Literature Advocate Award, given to a teacher, librarian, or individual that possesses and nurtures a love of literature.

What does it mean to be “open sessions”?

   This year, we are mirroring the style of many other conferences by having our professional development workshops as open sessions.
