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Netaji Subhas Institute of Technology, formerly known as Delhi Institute of Technology, is one of the premier Government Engineering Institute in Delhi. Established in 1983, it is an autonomous institution of the Government of Delhi. The institute was ranked as the 12th top engineering college by outlook India in 2014.

Admissions for B.E. (Full Time) Course of the Institute for Academic Session 2015-16 are to be done ONLINE through Joint Admission Counselling (JAC) along with other Universities/Institutes of Govt. of NCT of Delhi, viz. Delhi Technological University (DTU), Indira Gandhi Delhi Technical University for Women (IGDTUW), and Indraprastha Institute of Information Technology, Delhi (IIITD).

Please note that seat allotment in NSIT will be strictly based on All India Rank Result of JEE (Main) –2015 on the basis of paper-1.

85% of the seats are reserved for students who have qualified class XIIth(C.B.S.E Board or equivalent) from Delhi. Remaining 15% seats are reserved for students from outside Delhi regions.

Given below is the online registration and counselling procedure.

All prospective candidates will be required to fill an online application form and pay the counselling fee of INR 1100 to participate in the counselling process. 

Online registration starts from 30th July, 2015 and last Date for payment of Registration-cum-Counseling fee is 12th July 2015 through E-Challan mode and 10th July 2015 through online fee payment mode.

After payment, candidates are required to visit the website ( http://www.jacdelhi.nic.in ) again to fill the online registration form.

Candidate has to take the printout of the registration form and get it attested by a Gazetted officer/Principle of the school/college last attended and signed by Guardian/parents/Self. It has to be submitted at the time of admission.

Following this, they will be required to fill their preference of branches and University/College. The candidates are not allowed to change their choices after registration period is over, i.e., 12th July 2015, Midnight(IST).

Candidates are advised to fill maximum number of choices to increase their chances of early seat allotment.

A word of caution though, the choices once locked cannot be changed and in no case, can a candidate take admission in a discipline of lower priority as filled by him/ her than has been offered.

Once a seat has been allocated to a candidate, he/she is required to physically report to the University/ College on the mentioned dates with original documents for document verification and confirmation of their admission and submit the requisite fee, failing which his/her candidature stands cancelled. The course of discipline/ college allocated to a candidate is subject to upgradation in the following rounds of counselling depending upon the number of vacant seats.

For PD category, a certificate from Vocational Rehabilitation Centre for Physically Handicapped Karkardooma, Vikas Marg, Delhi-110092 is to be produced, which will certify that applicant is fit for undergoing the said course. 

*Students from the reserved category (SC/ST/OBC/DEFENCE) need to submit a caste certificate.

If a candidate refuses to take admission in the allotted branch at the time of admission, he/ she will not be considered for next phases of counselling except spot round.

       Spot round consists of vacant seat available after internal sliding, if any.

All candidates who have not been allotted any seat till fourth round and wish to participate in the spot round are required to pay online participation fee of INR 10,000.

 All the registered Defence Category candidates falling in priority I to V are required to         appear before admission committee, along with all requisite documents complete in all respects on 11th July 2015 at 9:00am at DTU.
