There will be six questions in all; each question will have seven parts of one mark each, out of which the candidate will be required to attempt any five.               6x5=30

Questions on applied grammar designed in such a manner as to cover most of the major grammatical patterns introduced in the prescribed book CONNEXIONS II. There will be six questions in all; each question will have seven parts of one mark each, out of which the candidate will be required to attempt any five.               6x5=30
